Avro: A Celebration of  
the Centenary of the  
First All-British Flight 
7 April – 30 June  
(Tuesday – Saturday) 
10.00am – 4.30pm

In July 1909, Alliott  
Verdon Roe made the first  
flight in an all-British plane.  
A replica of the triplane used by Roe is on 
display in the Air & Space Hall. As a result 
of his early experiments with flight, Roe 
set up the company Avro East Manchester. 
This archive display looks at the aircraft 
and aviation developments this important 
company made during the last hundred 
years of British flight.

Beyer-Garratt Locomotives  
of the World 

7 July – 30 September  
(Tuesday – Saturday) 

10.00am – 4.30pm

The first Beyer-Garratt 
articulated locomotive 
went into production 
at Beyer, Peacock’s 
Gorton works in January 

1909. Between 1909 and 
1958, 176 orders were 

placed with Beyer, Peacock for 
Garratt locomotives, and a total of 

1,116 engines were built. The Museum 
has a South African Garratt on show in the 
Power Hall, and this archive display looks 
at the history of the engine’s design and 
production through the use of company 
records, photographs and drawings.
