	 1.	 Find out what MOSI offers for schools

	 4.	� Phone us on 0161 833 0027 or 0161 606 0156
to check availability and make a provisional booking  
(leave a message if we are busy and we will call you back)

	 5.	� Complete a booking form
Post or fax this to us at least 14 days before the date of your visit. 
All groups (more than ten people) must pre-book their visit to  
the Museum.

	 6.	� We will then send you:
•	 booking confirmation 
•	 essential information 
•	 teachers’ notes for any booked sessions.

	 7.	 �Contact us if you don’t receive the above at least seven days 
before your visit

	 8.	� Timetable your day at MOSI 
You will need to plan your visit, taking into account the times 
that have been allocated for booked activities.

	 9.	� Prepare the children and accompanying adult helpers
Let them know what your objectives for the visit are, 
how you have timetabled the visit and what’s expected 
of them.

	10.	� Tell us how your visit went
Let us know what went well and what you think we could do  
better. Your feedback helps us to improve our service for schools.
