Using the activity sheets

These activity sheets are intended to be used with the 1930s and 1950s

kitchens and sitting rooms in The Electricity Gallery. Background information and
suggestions for questions to ask can be found in The Electricity Gallery : Guidance
Notes for KS1 Teachers.

Objectives for using the activity sheets could be:

¢ toidentify and record the appliances on display that use electricity,
e to recognise the different uses of electrical appliances,

e to develop children’s awareness of homes and products in the past,
e to prove an opportunity to develop language skills and vocabulary.

The activity sheets consist of two parts. In the first part the children have to record
(by writing the names of and/or drawing) the electrical appliances on display. They
will need to make a decision on the most appropriate box on the activity sheet to
place the appliance as some items may be recorded in more than one place. In the
second part the children tick boxes to check the items on dispay. Some of the items
listed are not in the room so you may need to explain that there are more recent
inventions (see below). As there are more appliances in the 1950s rooms, it will
take children longer to complete these activity sheets so you may want to assign
the more able children in your class to work on these rooms.

When working with a whole class you could divide the class into four groups so that
each group could work on one of the show rooms, reporting their findings back to
the whole class later.

The following electrical appliances are on display.

1930s Kitchen: cooker, fridge, iron, washing machine, vacuum cleaner, ceiling light
and fire. (There is no dishwasher or CD player in the room set.)

1930s Sitting Room: fire, toaster, ceiling light, lamp, radio, television. (There is no
DVD player or karaoke machine in the room set.)

1950s Kitchen: washing machine, cooker, kettle, food mixer, transistor radio, fridge,
coffee percolator, spin dryer, dishwasher, toaster, ceiling light. (There is no micro-
wave or television in the room set.)

1950 Sitting Room: ceiling and wall lamps, telephone, radiogram (a combined
radio and record player), hairdryer, sewing machine, vacuum cleaner, fire,
television. (There is no DVD player in the room.)
